Shane reported the Montevallo High School Soccer Team advanced to the 2" round of playoffs. He
reported there are currently 128 participants in youth soccer, a 50% increase in growth since 2022.

Council Member Mitchell called on Savannah Kitchens Director of Parnell Memorial Library. Savannah
reported Auditions for the Parnell memorial Library Foundation’s annual Children’s Musical Theater

Council Member Mitchell called on Sarah Hogan, Program Director Impact Montevallo. Sarah reported
they are now accepting applications for this year's Camp Journey; Impact will again be supplying funds
for their SROs to attend the annual safe schools conference next month; Impact is working with other
DFC programs across the state to schedule a webinar series, as we did last year with our Gas Station

i» HB319: We have joined other prevention organizations in the state with signing an
opposition letter for HB 319. House Bill 319 would increase and require penalties on
youth for the purchase, use and possession of tobacco and nicotine products while
making penalties on the tobacco retailers optional. Tobacco retailers should be held
accountable for unlawful, underage sales through a strong tobacco permitting
structure that requires financial penalties for violations and an annual permit fee.

& TOBACCO ORDINANCE: With the interest of potential retailers come into Montevallo
to sell tobacco and cbd, Impact Montevallo reached out to the Alabama Department
of Health and has received model policies and ordinances that we will be reviewing to
draft an ordinance for your consideration in the coming months. We will be working
with Montevallo Main Street and would like to see something adopted similar to the
2019 law regarding vape retailers not being allowed to be within a 1000 ft of a public
school, library, park, or church.

Montevallo, Ala. — Montevallo Main Street has been designated as an Accredited Main Street America™
program for meeting rigorous performance standards. Each year, Main Street America and its partners
announce the list of Accredited programs to recognize their exceptional commitment to preservation-
based economic development and community revitalization through the Main Street Approach™.

“We are very proud to acknowledge this year’'s 862 Accredited Main Street America programs, and their
steadfast dedication to nurture economically and culturally vibrant downtown districts,” said Hannah
White, Interim President & CEO of Main Street America. “The increase in the size and impact of our
network speaks volumes to the power of the Main Street movement to respond to the needs of local
communities and drive innovative solutions.”

In 2022, Main Street America programs generated $6.2 billion in local reinvestment, helped open 7,657
net new businesses, facilitated the creation of 29,174 net new jobs, catalyzed the rehabilitation of
10,688 historic buildings, and leveraged 1,528,535 volunteer hours.

Montevallo Main Street is pleased to announce a fagade improvement and building restoration grant
opportunity! Funds of up to $15,000 are available for existing commercial buildings in the Montevallo Main
Street District. Business and commercial property owners may apply for matching grants of 50% of their project
cost ($5,000 maximum) to enhance the appearance of street facing building exteriors, limited to the
replacement, repair, and cleaning of awnings. The goal is a vibrant, visually appealing downtown area with
historic structures that have been preserved or restored for business enhancement.

1. Submit the completed application and supporting materials to Montevallo Main Street prior to the
application deadline of June 5, 2023.

2. Supporting materials include: photo(s) of the current building street front, concept drawing(s) or other
rendering(s) to show the intended project outcome, project budget with description of the source of
matching funds, signed permission from the property owner if required, and timeline for completion of
the project.

3. IMPORTANT: Once a grant is awarded, all applicable review committees must approve the specific
improvements before the work is begun.

An Ordinance Protecting Creek Banks with City Parks

Whereas, the City of Montevallo desires, to protect the integrity and inherent natural beauty of Shoal
Creek within the boundaries of Orr and Shoal Creek Parks, while providing its citizens the best possible
experience in our public parks and facilities; and

Whereas, in the interest of preserving the pristine condition of Shoal Creek for this and future
generations, as well as the enjoyment of the Orr and Shoal Creek Parks, it is necessary to establish
protection for stone, walls, barriers, and vegetation along the creek bank;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED as follows:

1. That it be unlawful to remove stone or to otherwise displace stones into the waters of the creek along
the banks of Shoal Creek within the boundaries of Orr and Shoal Creek Parks:

2, That it be unlawful to dig, remove, or disturb vegetation, trees, or flowers along the banks of Shoal
Creek within the boundaries of Orr and Shoal Creek Parks, except for authorized maintenance at the
discretion and direction of the City.

Penalties for violation of this ordinance shall be as follows:
a. Any person found guilty of non-compliance or violation of the ordinance set forth in this
document shall be fined $50.00 plus any costs for the first offense; $100.00 plus any applicable
costs for the second offense $200.00 plus any applicable costs for third offense and may be

jailed at the discretion of the municipal judge up to the limits of municipal jurisdiction for
fourth and subsequent offenses.
